SASS Firearms Covenants

SASS Cowboy Action Shooting™ competitions are dddidnto three separate types of matches: main,, teach
side matches. The rules regarding SASS approvedrfits depend upon the type of competition in wian are
participating.

Original and replicas may be used in competitioovjgled they are in good, safe working order. doleof the
respective sections, allowed modifications aredistlust because a manufacturer designs a paré@amf for this
sport or just because a firearm was available, doesecessarily mean it is legal for competitihanges made to
firearms by replacing parts or modifications ofstixig parts do not necessarily mean they are fegabmpetition.
Only the modifications listed here as allowed gopraved, all others are illegal. As any firearmatet sport can
be inherently dangerous, SASS does not recommesdgwest the modification of any firearm or the ogai of
any safety device. Participants in this sport acoegponsibility for the use of their firearms ata not depend on
SASS or any of its affiliated clubs or members takenthat judgment for them. Please consult withfitearm
manufacturer prior to any firearm modificationsrearms must operate as intended by the originall o€
designs they depict. Firearms must function infa s@anner.

SASS recognizes the desire to enhance firearmnpeafice. Firearms manufacturers, importers, gunsiretid the
membership as a whole must use caution in any gqoi@svelop mechanisms designed to enhance thatapeof
firearms for SASS Cowboy Action Shooting™. Any &ren modification not referenced in this Handbook i
considered prohibited. Parties interested in hawmoglifications considered for approval and inclasio the SASS
accepted modification text can request a Firearnoglifitation Consideration application from SASS. stage
disqualification is issued for each stage in wtaahon-SASS legal firearm is used.

ALL FIREARMS
 All firearms must be designed to fire by use ofimpact mechanism such as required by centerfiraeps,
rimfire primers, or percussion caps. All otherrfgimechanisms are illegal.



* Internal modifications not listed here that cano® seen in any way while the firearm is at rastig¢n closed) are
allowed provided they do not affect the externatapen or directly conflict with one of the modiéitions listed
here.

* Modifying the firing, cocking, chambering, or Enng mechanism in any way that changes the prdo@ssan
entirely manual operation to any other style op@nate.g., blow-back operation, gas operation,eaoil operation)
is expressly prohibited.

» The use of exotic metals, such as titanium, dyrper-based materials for cylinders, receiverseexl frames, or
barrels is prohibited. Brass and aluminum may leel dsr grip frames.

* All firearms may be repaired and/or restorechrtoriginal condition.

Internal Action Work
* All internal parts may be smoothed, re-profiledyeplaced with parts similar to theoriginals.
* Springs of the same or different type may be ghdrand/or lightened.
» Chambers may be polished and/or chamfered.
* Bolt angles may be changed.
» Head-space may be adjusted.
* Inertia cocking shotgun mechanisms may be chatgetechanical cockingmechanisms.
» Automatic ejectors may be disabled on shotgulistomatic ejectors are not allowedon side by sidsimgle shot
shotguns)

Hammers
 Hammers may be replaced but must maintain th& lgagernal contour, size, features and spur heigtihe
original hammer.
» The hammer spur may not be re-contoured, widemaxdpwed, modified to change the angle, polishadath,
bent either up or down or lowered in any way.
* Internal parts of the hammer may be changed, te.@llow for a half-cock notch on a revolver).
* Bisley style revolver hammers may only be useeénmvimated with a Bisley style grip frame.
* Hammer stops may be added.
» The hammer travel on any revolver may be shodene
* Rear sight notches cut into the revolver hammay be widened.
» The hammer spur groove may be re-cut with a file.

Barrels
* Barrels or chambers may be re-bored, lined,e@v&d to any of the approved calibers or gaugeh&bparticular
firearm provided industry safe limits are maintaine
 Original barrels may be replaced with new barddlsorrect styles (e.g., round, octagon, half-dufor that
particular model firearm.
* Barrels may be shortened and/or crowned.
» Compensating ports are not allowed.
» Counter-weighting devices are not allowed.
* Rifle barrels must maintain a length greater th&mnches.
* Rifle barrels may be altered to accept mountiagdvare for an alternative tube magazine configomaand
capacity appropriate to the model of firearm beafigred.
» Barrels may be altered to accept period stylbtsigs described within the Sights Section.
» Shotgun barrels may be shortened but must regnaater than 18 inches long.
» Shotgun barrels may have internal choke tubealied provided they do not extend beyond the neuzzl
* A leather hand guard may be fitted to the bamwés side-by-side shotgun.
» Shotgun barrel forcing cones may be lengthened.



» Shotgun barrels may be back bored.
* No heavy competition or “Bull Barrel” is allowed.
» The angle of the revolver barrel forcing cone rhaymodified.

Triggers and Trigger Guards
* Triggers and trigger guards may be profiled tooa their width.
* Triggers may be set back.
* Trigger stops may be added.
* Trigger shoes are not allowed.
» Shotgun trigger guards may be wrapped with leathether natural material (maximum of ¥4 inch kimess).
» Bending the trigger guard on side by sides gméris are more exposed is not allowed.

Stocks and Grips
» Stocks may be replaced by shorter or longer festgicks provided they maintain the approximatgioail stock
shape and contour that was factory available far thodel firearm. A carbine style stock may berttanged for a
rifle stock and viceversa.
* Period style checkering or carving is allowedf@nme-stocks, butt-stocks, and revolver grips.
* Laser engraving is allowed.
* The factory butt-plate may be replaced with aquestyle, permanently fitted or lace-on recoil padchanged to
a butt-plate style that was generally availablenfitbe original manufacturer.
* A piece of leather or similar natural materialyntee attached to the butt-plate or butt stock. heaon a rifle’s or
shotgun’s fore-end or grip surface is NOT allow&dept as a temporary repair.
» Contemporary rubber grips, modern target gripip, tgpe, and the like are not allowed.
 Grips of simulated or natural materials are ataiglp provided they are not customized to constituttarget”
grip. That is, they must be of the same basic lerafid scale as grips found on original firearmtefcowboy era.
* Revolver grips must conform to the grip frameey¥hmay be beveled up or down at the bottom but nwy
overlap or hide the grip frame.

Sights

All Firearms
» Sights must look like sights available during tmevboy era, Bead, blade, simple post or otherejggoved front
sights (such as the XS Cowboy Express) made ofrialstesuch as steel, iron, ivory, faux ivory, bragsld,
pewter, copper or silver are allowable.
* Rear and front sights may be “blacked”. Coloilseothan those of the materials referenced aboe@yday glow
materials are not allowed on either front or regints.
* All rear sights may have their openings adjusted.
* The front sight may be raised or lowered to bpogt-of-aim and point-of-impact into alignment.
» The back of the front sight may be serrated.

Rifle

» Tang mounted rear sights may utilize changegide” apertures and eye-cups.

» Modern style click-adjustable barrel or receisghts are not allowed.

* No bolt or receiver-mounted sight is permitted.

* Dovetails may be milled in the barrel for sigaplacement.

» Hooded and Beech style front sights are allowed.

 Front sights may include a single color beadnseit of steel, iron, ivory, faux ivory, brass, dygbewter, copper,
or silver.

* Rear sights may utilize an insert made from @@es materials and color as the rear sight to adlasy sight
adjustment.



* Ramp style front sights are allowed if originalthe firearm.

Revolver
Traditional Category Revolvers

» Traditional category revolvers may only use ttiadal style, barrel mounted, fixed metallic foggsis of a simple
blade, bead, or post configuration.

» Beaded post front sights or inserts are not abhw

* A simple open-notched rear sight cut into thenieahammer, or latch mechanism is the only redat silpwed.

» Ramp style front sights are not allowed.

* Allowed Exceptions: Original open-top cartridga/olvers, cap and ball revolvers, cartridge corngersevolvers,
and their modern-made replicas may have eithervatdo front or rear sight, and they must confoorthe types
commonly found on the originals. Any other revolMgy whatever manufacturer or model that has either
dovetailed or screw-adjustable front or rear sigigther movable or adjustable, is a Modern categaolver.

Modern Category Revolvers
» Modern category revolvers may have dovetaileddjustable rear sights and/or dovetailed fronttsigh
» Beaded post front sights or inserts are not akbhw
» The rear of Modern revolver front sights may eshaped (such as rounded).
* Modern revolver REAR sights may be replaced vattmmonly available sights of the same size and.typ
Modern replacement targets sights such as the BantiMillett type sights are not allowed.
* Modern revolver FRONT sights must remain origwath and may not be undercut.
* Ramp style front sights are allowed if originalthe firearm.

Shotgun
* Front sights may be bead or simple post typesaypf the era.

Cosmetic Embellishment
* Period style tacks, carving, engraving, checlgeand inlays are allowed on stocks and grips pexvithey do not
constitute any kind of radical or target type gFihancement.
* Receiver, frame, grip frame, cylinder, or bareelgraving is permitted provided it does not couogita grip
enhancement.
* No portion of the grip frame may be checkeregtgpled.
* A light bead blasted finish may be applied toéReerior of any SASS firearm.
» Metal surfaces may retain their natural colobeiblued, browned, plated (such as nickel, golsileer), blacked,
color case hardened or aged to a patina type finish

Screws
* Factory screws may be replaced with socket hapdc other type screws.

Revolver Ejector Rods
* Colt style bullseye or crescent ejector rods Imaynstalled.

Frames and Receivers
* Frames and receivers may be drilled and tappexh(as to accept approved type tang sights).
* The ejection port on a slide action shotgun matyte lengthened or widened.



* Ruger Blackhawk frames may be modified by remguime rear sight assembly, welding up the sighbuytre-
contouring the frame top strap, and cutting a nghtsnhotch to replicate a Colt SAA frame. The refagured
frame must be mated with a conventional Ruger Vamtype barrel and the original grip frame assembly
 Percussion revolvers may be converted to accorataazhrtridge-firing mechanisms common to the peridhey
may also be modified by adding a recoil shield andercut hammer.

Revolver Grip Frames
* Birdshead grip frames and grips may be instadlecany SAA, its modern replicas, or Ruger Vaqudnasmay
not be used with Bisley style hammers.
* Grip frames may be replaced or “rounded.”

Levers
» “John Wayne” style levers may be substitutedifdesrfor the standard factory lever.
 Levers may be wrapped with leather or other rtmaterial (maximum of ¥4 inch thickness).
» With the exception of the “John Wayne” leversy aaplacement lever must maintain the same basitoao as
the original lever.
* The lever may be cut and welded provided thechagierior contour is not changed.
* All lever action rifles must have a lever tradittance of not less than 4 1/8 inches when medsasdollows:
With the action closed measure three inches baxk fhe back edge of the trigger at the point wlieeaters the
frame. Mark this point on both the bottom of thétstiock and the lever opposite the buttstock magen the
lever to its maximum extension and measure thamtst between the two marks.
Exception: The Browning BL-22, in .22 caliber, i¢egal rifle for the Buckaroo Category and is aaletfle for .22
caliber rifle side matches.

Feed Mechanisms
 The carrier mechanism in rifles may be lightenedeplaced.
* The lifter mechanism on a rifle may be replacedelded.
* The rifle carrier mechanism may be changed tcenpmsitively hold rounds (especially useful in sgjecting
rifles).
* A “two-shot” drop system for lever action shotgunay be added.

Firing Pins
* The length of the firing pin may be extended.
* The visible contour of firing pins or firing pextensions may not be altered.

Revolver Cylinder Base Pins
* The cylinder pin head may be shortened.
» A screw may be used to secure the base pin

Recoil Reducers
* Internal recoil reducing devices may be addeshtmtguns only.

Shotgun Break Action
* Internal mechanisms to guarantee side-by-side®tolose accidentally may be added or modified.
» The open angle for side by sides may be increased



Revolver Cylinders
* Centerfire and rimfire cylinders may have no s five and no more than six chambers.
* The front of the cylinder may be beveled.
* Un-fluted cylinders may be fluted.
 Lead in grooves may be cut or extended.
* The revolver may be altered to allow the cylinttespin in either direction.
* Cylinders may be re-bored, lined, or sleevednypaf the approved revolver calibers provided indusafe limits
are maintained.

Replacement and Interchangeable Parts
» Parts may be interchanged or replaced from amrarfin to another firearm of the same frame size SA8S
shooting category if the part or parts can be exgéd without major external modification to eitllee firearm or
the part. The only external modifications alloweduld have to be accomplished with simple hand t¢elg.,
hacksaw or file) and not by machining, weldinghdmg, or major recontouring or external shapingoy parts.
Some examples of this rule are: the exchange ohgleSAction Army grip frame with an 1860 Army grfpame
and vice versa, the exchange of a Bisley Grip frantehammer assembly on a Vaquero or SAA, the egehaf a
Ruger Super Blackhawk hammer with a standard RB¢gakhawk hammer, and the exchange of an 1873 rif
lever with an 1866 rifle lever.
You could not replace the hammer on a Ruger Vaqwéloa Ruger Super Blackhawk hammer because yaudvo
be moving a part from a Modern category revolvea tdraditional category revolver. You could notlaep the
hammer on a Ruger Vaquero with a Ruger Single 8mrher because you would be moving a part from dl sm.
frame revolver to a large frame revolver. You cdmaovork a Ruger Bisley hammer to fit on a Vagqueecause
that is a change to the hammer profile of a Vaguéhese are just a few examples, but other simmhanges are
also illegal.
» The external portion of all replacement parts nmave the same basic contour as the original.parts

RIFLES

Rifles or carbines used in the main and team matamast be original or replicas of lever or slideiac rifles
manufactured during the period from approximaté&@@d until 1899 incorporating a tubular magazine exposed
hammer. Rifles with box magazines may not be uSedain shooting categories require a specific tyjpefle and
ammunition to be used. Please see the shootingaras for further information

Rifle Calibers

* Must be center-fire of at least .32 caliber antllarger than .45 caliber.

* Must be in a caliber commonly available in rewst: (Examples include, but are not limited to,-282 .32
Magnum, .357 Magnum, .38 Special, .38-40, .44-40, Special, .44 Magnum, and .45 Colt.) The onlgvadd
exceptions are the .25-20 and .56-50.

No rifle calibers such as .30-30 or .38-55 arevadid.

SHOTGUNS

Any side-by-side or single barrel shotgun typicéltiee period from approximately 1860 until 1899 huitit
automatic ejectors, with or without external hamsndraving single or double triggers is allowed. éreaction,
single barrel, tubular feed, exposed hammer shgtgdithe period are allowed, whether original qliocas. The
only slide action shotgun allowed is the Model 18&¥hchester shotgun, whether original or replid@srtain
shooting categories require a specific type of ginmotand ammunition to be used. Military configurat are not
allowed (i.e., trench guns). Please see the shpogétegories for further information.

Shotgun Gauges



* Side-by-side, single barrel, and lever actiontgtws must be centerfire of at least 20 gauge ardrger the 10
gauge.
» Slide action shotguns must be centerfire of astld 6 gauge and no larger than 12 gauge.

REVOLVERS

Original single action revolvers manufactured prior 1899, their approved replicas and the SASS cagor
modern category revolvers are the only revolversr@aged for use in SASS main match competition. fiiles
relative to SASS approved revolvers depend uportadngpetition category in which one participatesamples of
SASS approved revolvers for each category aredlisteewhere in this Handbook. Sights are a majctiofafor
determining in which category a revolver may bedud@ertain shooting categories require a specyfie tof
revolver and ammunition to be used. Please seghthmting categories for further information

No more than two main-match revolvers may be cauoethe firing line.

Revolver Calibers

» Must be centerfire calibers of at least .32 @aliind no larger than .45 caliber.

* Must be in a caliber commonly available in rewst: Examples include, but are not limited to, 282-.32
Magnum, .357 Magnum, .38 Special, .44 Magnum, @4a#ad .45 Colt)

ANY MODIFICATION TO MAIN MATCH FIREARMS NOT SPECIFI  CALLY

LISTED ABOVE IS EXPRESSLY PROHIBITED!

OTHER APPROVED FIREARMS

Any firearm that does not meet the above criterisstnbe approved at the Territorial Governors Sunmmdr to
use. The following additional firearms have beepraped for use:

» Small frame model P revolvers such as the Cinmaficearms Lightning, Uberti Stallion and Rugerd@nSix .32
H & R Magnum.

» Henry Big Boy Rifle (not legal in Classic Cowb&pwgirl Categories).

* US Firearms Omni Potent Revolver.

» Marlin 1894 Tube Feed Rifle — .32 H&R Magnum.
