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Strange things that happen on a cattledrive

“A chance encounter with a party of "Sitting Bullledians” while driving a herd of cattle to

Fort Buford, Montana, gave Edward Allison the idbat he could single-handedly bring an
end to hostilities on the plains through direct ote&gions. A some-time scout with the U.S.

Cavalry, Allison had wide experience in the wegipke enough of the language to be
understood, and knew the Hunkpapa culture just wabugh to avoid serious blunders.
Somewhat rashly, and definitely at considerablk, ridlison rode to the camp in Canada in
which The Gall, Sitting Bull, and about half of t8ig Bull's followers had sought refuge from

the army. After a few frightening moments, Allisaas accepted into the camp and was well
treated, though only because he carefully concelaieddentity and intentions. Despite his

cordial reception, however, and despite winningroliee Gall to the idea of peace, he was
rebuffed by Sitting Bull. Allison left the Hunkpapeamp to relay news of The Gall's

willingness to "come in," aware that he had sucedead only half of his plan.

Receiving official approval from Gen. Alfred HoweeiTy at the Standing Rock Agency,
Allison rode out a second time to the Hunkpapa cdate in October, 1880. Under tense
circumstances, the camp having just survived a bgidhe Blackfeet , Allison convinced
eighteen of Sitting Bull's followers to return torEBuford as "voluntary prisoners,” while The
Gall took his band to the Poplar Creek Agencyir&jtBull, however, along with several of his
followers, stood firm in rejecting negotiation. Roplar Creek, Allison's plan nearly unraveled
when, as Allison put it, some soldiers overreadiedhe tense meeting with their former
enemies, and mounted an "unnecessary" attackygkiin old woman and wounding one man.
Under Allison's urging, however, the Indians retuse return fire and successfully managed to
surrender without further incident.

In the meantime, Allison persuaded Crow King teeralt and defuse the situation and prevent
the Indians who had escaped from alarming Sittingd). Brhis done, Sitting Bull withdrew
again into Canada, where he remained with only at8ilfes and 51 warriors, by Allison's
count. Sitting Bull's forces were "so insignificahat they ceased to be regarded as enemies
worthy of attention” (p. 76) and Gen. Terry ordeAdtison to make no further effort to bring
them in.”

Editor's note: ‘found’ this while surfing along rfanewsletter material. This excerpt, excuse
the length, is from Edwin Allison’s autobiographyublished circa 1882 in Dayton, Ohio.

The Fort Buford, Montana is today the Fort BufoMrth Dakota historic site. Before
November, 1889 the boundary between Montana anthNakota was “a little fuzzy”. The
Fort is just East of the border between MontanaNwowdih Dakota.
